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How CIF Works.

The Community Investment Fund (CIF) is the
National Credit Union Foundation’s primary
funding mechanism for local, state, and
national credit union development activities.

Credit unions investing in CIF, through
Southwest Corporate, share half of the
return, up to a cap of 2%, with the National
Credit Union Foundation. NCUF then returns
one half of its share to the leagues or

state foundations, pro-rata, in the states of
investment origin. The remaining portion of
the return is retained by the credit union.
